We are in discussion with Jade about Greek recruitment emails being sent to students that are transgender because a student who identifies as male may be receiving sorority recruitment emails and nothing from fraternities(or vice-versa). We want to know the options, or would like to present some ideas to prevent this from reoccurring: 1.) Offer an all or nothing option for trans or GNC (Gender Non-Conforming) students to decide which organizations they would actually be interested in, or they could opt out of receiving these emails all together. 2.) Ensure the system is up to date with student identities and send them the corresponding recruitment information (this option leaves little room for non-binary/GNC individuals which is an issue. We are open to suggestions/ideas. 
ii. On the topic of system issues, the process of changing your gender identity is a rigorous process involving many in-person meetings to in a sense, “prove your identity.” This process is invalidating and draws out the simpler process of listening to students when they share their identities. We wanted to know if there is a legitimate reason for the length of this process, and if there is a way to shorten it and make it a more affirming process.
